I have just returned from the AHA convention 
in Denver. What energy and synergies envel-
oped the Marriott Tech Center! It truly was 
òGood to be back homeó.  There were 375 
delegates representing our 18 Regions, with 
Region 12 having a total of 38.  A number of 
topics were presented at this years convention,  
beginning with the announcement of the like-
ness of an Arabian horse found on a cave wall 
in southern Turkey dating back to 8,000 BC to 
the election of our new officers, all culminating 

with the Presidential Banquet Saturday night. 

 Let me share with you a few of the highlights, 
beginning with the election. Our newly elected 
officers are Lance Walters (Region 16) Presi-
dent, Dale Harvill (Region 9) Vice President, 
Frank Galovic (Region 12) Treasurer, and Jan 
Decker Secretary.   Those elected from Region 
12 were Lynne Ridgeway, Judges & Stewards 
Selection Committee and Grace Greenlee, 

Sport Horse National Show Commission. 

The Region 12 Delegates voted to award the 
AHAõs Modern Arabian Horse Magazine the 
2009 publications for our Prize List, Spotlight 
Futurity, Spotlight Lots, and The Region 12 
Directory.  Basically, at a great savings to the 
region, the agreement is they publish without 
charge in exchange for 100 per cent of the 
advertising revenue.  Modern Arabian Horse 
has recently won several awards; the USEF 
2007 and 2008 Equine Publication of the 
Year and 2007 and 2008 Overall Media 
Excellence Award.  The last two winners of the 
Overall Media Excellence Award were NBC 
Sports and Animal Planet.  Modern Arabian 
Horse was also a finalist in the American 
Horse Publication which competed against 
more than 300 publications.  With a circula-

tion of 35,000 including the 18 regions as well 
as overseas, our publications will truly be in-

ternational. 

One of the sessions gave an update on The 
Arabian Horse Galleries.  The Galleries is 
located in Lexington, KY at the Horse Park 
and will open in 2009.  It will be a two story 
museum solely dedicated to the Arabian 
horse.  The majority of the Galleries has been 
funded but still needs contributions.  After the 
presentation, contributions went from $17,025 
to $43,000 after several individuals and re-
gions came forward and made generous com-
mitments.  Region 12 donated $1,000 and CA 
and Frances Butler another $1,000.  With a 
donation of $1,000, the contributorõs name 

will be recognized at the Galleries. 

The 2009 Convention will be held in Reno at 
the Silver Legacy Resort and Casino, Region 
3.  The 2010 convention will be held in Or-
lando for which Region 12 contributed 

$5,000.
