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It has been a busy time for our Region and 

AHA.  You would think with the Regional Show 

being over things would calm down a bit, not 

so.  I recently attended an AHA Board meet-

ing.  Many issues were on the agenda but the 

one that was the most discussed was the finan-

cial status of AHA and those items connected 

to this status.  I realized we can have a 

healthy discussion without demeaning those in 

attendance; something I understand has not 

always been the case.  At the end of the day, 

it was obvious a lot of in depth digging into 

our finances had been done by our current 

administration, particularly Lance Walters, 

Frank Galovic, and Glenn Petty.  These three 

have asked the hard questions along with the 

others on the board.  I think knowing what has 

transpired over the past several years is a 

definite plus, since it is the first step to fixing 

any problem correctly.  One issue was the 

Sweepstakes, $750,000 was used in areas 

other than those related to this program.  This 

money will be paid back.  Two proposals 

were on the table, one was to pay it back in 

one lump sum the other was to pay it back 

over 37 months with 5.00% interest.  The lat-

ter was the Sweepstakes Trustees choice.  The 

Board voted to accept the choice.  I might add 

AHA was in a position to pay the lump sum, 

but the Sweepstakes had enough money to 

support payouts in their program, therefore; 

an immediate payback was not crucial.  Finan-

cially AHA will survive and will be dialed in 

based on new reports that will inform the 

board and AHA where we stand.  Having said 

all this it is also critically important that AHA 

does strategic planning so that this new found 

financial awareness can be used intelligently.  

Here are some comments from Region 12 and 

AHA Treasurer Frank Galovic: 

Recently most of you received AHA email blasts 

from Lance Walters and myself on the issues 

George mentioned above.  My message was 

fairly technical and I thought I would explain 

some of the terms used in my message.  The first 

is the concept of Designated and Restricted 

Funds both Temporary and Permanently Re-

stricted.  Designated Funds are funds set aside 

by the organization for a designated purpose.  

In the case of AHA, funds were/are collected 

and either the Board or the Delegates deter-

mined that these funds should be used for a 

specific purpose.  An example of a Board Des-

ignated Fund is the use of a lawsuit settlement 

years received years ago.  The Board, at that 

time, determined that the money received should 

be used in the future for legal expenses.  At the 

time of receiving the settlement the Board could 

have just used the money received for payment 

of normal expenses.  Further, what one Board 

designated another Board could undesignate.  

Another example is the 9-90 fees collected at 

shows.  The Delegates approved these fees and 

designated that these fees be used to offset the 

costs of the Judges and Stewards Commissioner, 

his office expenses and education of judges.  

Restricted Funds are money received by some-

one outside the organization who has specified 

(or restricted) that the money be used for a 

certain purpose.  Restricted Funds can be either 

Permanently or Temporarily Restricted.  That is, 

the donor can specify that only the income of 

the donation can be used so the donation is 

permanently restricted or that the donation can 

be used for the specified purpose. If this last 

case is true then the donation is temporarily 

restricted.  I also used the term Obligated.  By 

this I meant that the Board was òobligatedó to 

make sure the fund was replenished.  It could 
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not on its own avoid replenishing the fund.  As to the ability of AHA to replenish these funds, AHA currently has enough money to fully pay 

all current prize money commitments including Sweepstakes and National Futurities.  Additionally, myself and the Budget and Finance Com-

mittee is monitoring the financial results of AHA.  This Committee is quite active and has asked that further expense reductions be made at 

AHA. I hope that gives a bit better explanation of the terms used in the email blast. 

We, as equine enthusiasts, face difficult times ahead. We not only face economic difficulties but also cultural and land use issues. The last 

statistic that I saw indicated that 250 acres per hour are lost to development. We have to find ways to increase the interest in Arabian 

horses.   Our horses are not only the prettiest but also the most versatile.  I believe there is potential for us to grow interest in the Arabian 

horse within Region 12.  As a region we have created programs such as the Spotlight Stallion and the Slot Program which is increasing 

payouts at our Region Championships.  Further we have invested more than any other region in competitive distance riding, both endurance 

and trail.  And George is looking at creating regional recreational rides.  However, all of us have to become ambassadors for the the 

breed.  It is paramount that each of us introduce the Arabian to others.  Clubs have to expand the number of activities that they offer their 

members. 

While I am on AHA, other items of interest reported the Youth National had 993 horses this year which is 43 horses over budget with 

3,075 entries.  A new contract for Youth Nationals to be held in Albuquerque for 2010 was signed.  It will be the same week as this 

year.  Canada was down approximately 200 horses from a budget of 850.  Sport Horse is budgeted for 650 horses and has 542 

entered as of this writing.     

You can qualify for a regional show by placing first or second at a Class A show.  The purpose of this change was to support the small 

shows, particularly out west where the numbers are few and the miles are great.  In todayõs economy we need those shows to survive 

and our membership needs them.  I might add points to qualify for Junior Classes and Country English Pleasure Classes is two, again, it 

is an economical decision.   I have e-mailed to the membership asking for your feed back regarding a proposal dealing with regional 

qualifications.  Basically it states you can qualify for another regional show within your region by designating points earned prior to 

the start of a Class A show. These designated points will go to the regional you would like to show at.  I have received several com-

ments which will be in the report I submit to the Points Monitoring Committee.  I appreciate your feed back and will keep the discussion 

open until the end of September.  

AHA has accepted Musical Freestyle Rides as recognized classes for each level and they will be added to the Standard Class List.   

Candidates nominated for Vice President, Dale Harvill, Secretary, Jan Decker, and Treasurer, David Corning will be presented at the 

convention in Reno.  For those not familiar with David, he held the position as comptroller for Microsoft until his retirement.  His farm is 

in the state of Washington.  So much for AHA, for more details please go to the AHA web site to read the minutes of the Board Meet-

ing.   

Region XII as reported in the last Newsletter held a joint meeting of the Executive Committee and Show Commission at Mickey 

Wombleõs Farm.  I can report the Show Commission is moving forward as if the show were to be held tomorrow.  Nan Harley and the 

entire Commission have jumped on board to explore all aspects of the  Region XII Show and direct it to another successful year in 

2010.  The Executive Committee divided up several projects and I am happy to report an early return on some.  The Co Chair for the 

2010 Convention in Orlando, òDiscover the Magicó has been filled by Michelle and Cliff Watson, Victoria Arabians; they reside in 

Willston, FL.  Their location near Orlando is extremely beneficial.  We appreciate Michelle and Cliff stepping forward and accepting 

this responsibility, thank you.  On another note, Bob Reardon has had to step out as Trail Boss for Region XII.  His doctor has told him 

he needed to slow down and stay healthy.  If you know someone that would be interested in assuming the position in charge of Trail 

Ride (s) in 2010 please contact Eric Rueter or myself.  Kentley Dean is graduating from 14-17 to 18-39 and will take over the youth 

programs for the Region.  One exception will be the Youth Jamboree.  Kentley has been very involved for Region XII and we look 

forward to her expertise.  Denni Mack is working on the delegates for Convention, as a reminder September 1, 2009 is the deadline 

to have them to AHA.

The Regional Show showed a profit of $24,676.80 with 

Revenue at $287,500.55 and Expenses at $262,823.75.  Youth Jamboree showed a profit of $795.49 this is compared to a $7,500 

lost in 2008.

In addition to that amazing accomplishment, Kentley and 

her horses also won four National Championships one Reserve National Champion-

ship.

Engsburg, a first-time Tevis 

rider, edged out a pair of experienced riders from 

the Foothills.  

Tears accompanied Allison Baileyõs hoots and hollers Saturday night shortly after Sarah Engsberg rode across the finish line at the 
54th Tevis Cup endurance ride.  Engsberg fulfilled a dream of Baileyõs late husband when she won the Tevis Cup title in her debut, 

edging out two experienced riders from the foothills. 

Michael Bailey had ridden K-Zar Emmanuel to a national heavyweight championship in 2007 and passed away just a few weeks 
later. His wife Allison, from just outside of Charlotte, N.C., hooked up with Engsberg, from Atlanta, and set her up with K-Zar for Satur-

dayõs 100-mile ride from Robie Point in Truckee to Auburn. It was a perfect fit. 

òIt was his dream to come and ride Tevis,ó Allison said at the finish line.  òWe paced conservative early and just built throughout the 
day,ó Engsberg said. òWe had a whole hell of a lot of good luck. This horse was prepared. Heõs a phenomenal athleteé And our 

crew, our entourage/crew.ó 

The lead changed hands several times during the course of the day. Smith led for much of the first half of the ride. Engsberg was the 
first rider into Deadwood ñ 55 miles into the day. Potato Richardson, Tamara Stewart and Christopher were all within one minute of 
Engsberg. There were eight riders, including Smith, within five minutes of the lead at Deadwood.  At Robinson Flat ñ 38 miles into the 
ride ñ Engsberg was well back of the leaders in 16th.  òWe just kept moving up throughout the day,ó she said.  Engsberg took the 
lead for good just past the Lower Quarry checkpoint after former leader Jeanette Montero was pulled. Engsberg held off three-time 
Tevis champion Marcia Smith, of Loomis, and highly regarded Melissa Ribley, of Grass Valley to reach Overlook Park first. Ribley was 

second and Smith finished third, unofficially. 

Engsberg arrived in Auburn with her boisterous crew on July 24 and had little time to familiarize herself with one of the most challeng-
ing trails in endurance riding. Bailey and Engsberg made plans to enter Tevis back in January and the Georgia native had ridden K-

Zar in three endurance rides prior to Saturdayõs event. 

òI loved Tevis, it was great,ó Engsberg said. òIõve never seen so many volunteers. I didnõt want for anything. The course was absolutely 

challenging. The last part was frightening, to be galloping in the dark on a trail Iõve only seen three times in the day time.ó
