Let’s 

say the owner’s horse is not ready, is sold, or you 

simply do not have a horse at this time; there are 

options.  The slot owner may elect to sell or lease 

the slot.  The terms of the sale or lease may be for 

one year, with the owner retaining their right of 

ownership for the next year.  Assuming prize 

money is won, the distribution of the payout is 

strictly between the slot owner and lessor.  This is 

also a golden opportunity for trainers.  By pur-

chasing slots, they may offer these to their clients. 

Again, the terms would be worked out between 

the trainer/slot owner and the client.  The next 

year the trainer could offer this opportunity to a 

different client.  Don’t forget, the deadline is April 

1, 2009 for those wishing to participate in this 

new program. 

I would like to announce Lynn Kenelly has joined 

Cheryl Vandeusen and Eric Reuter as a member of 

the Region XII Endurance & Competive Trail Com-

mittee.  Thank you Lynn for lending your support. 

As a reminder, those with approved shows 

coming up should have their prize list ready 

to go.  The shows can be found on the web-

site.

Region 12 Youth Jamboree 

We know that the Jamboree has gone through some changes 

lately. Alice Payne was no longer able to continue with the 

event and John Gersch, Linda Roberts and I were asked to 

take over. We had to pull things together quickly and as 

there were no other facilities available; we moved the event 

to Clemson, SC. As it turned out Clemson worked great for us. 

The facility is well off the main roads and affords a very safe 

environment for the kids attending. Also they gave us a VERY 

good price. 

 

Our decision to go to a "C" rated show gave us the ability to 

keep the USEF and AHA fees down, and keep the show af-

fordable for everyone. Placings in a "C" rated show are eli-

gible for Regional and National show qualifications. We 

were able not only to keep entry fees the same but actually 

lower stall fees. This is increasingly hard in the present econ-

omy. 

 

The Region has always supported the Youth Jamboree but 

relies on the Regional Show to pay for all of the events spon-

sored by Region 12. Last year the income from the Regional 

show was greatly reduced. We now have to rely on sponsorships to 

support the Jamboree and therefore need to keep cost down and 

still give the kids a quality event. 

 

As to Conyers and Alpharetta, Georgia as locations, neither was 

available last year for the dates we were locked into. Conyers is 

booked solid throughout the summer dates available to the Jambo-

ree. Alpharetta, though a good facility in some ways, is in an area 

that isn't safe for kids to run around unsupervised. A lot of the stalls 

are bordering on dangerous. 

 

Clemson is a safe, excellent facility for the Jamboree. We booked 

for a second year because of that and the fact that it is cost effec-

tive. The dates we chose for this year are back to the original 

dates in June (therefore not conflicting with Youth Nationals or 

other close Regional shows. This has to be done so that we can get 

clinicians when they are available. 

 

We do thank everyone for your thoughts and take your ideas seri-

ously. John, Linda and I hope that you will consider the Jamboree 

and come this year. This is the only event of its kind in the southeast. 

Region 12 is proud to be able to offer the free clinics, seminars 

and ability to test new knowledge in a show environment.
