Building Update 

Contractors have completely finished the build-
ing, and a certificate of occupancy will be 
given to the Kentucky Horse Park this Wednesday, July 15. The 7,000 square foot two-story building stands as a gleaming, modern 
rendition of the Parkõs Kentucky bluegrass architectural style. Construction was planned to finish this early to avoid the Parkõs high sum-
mer traffic volume, harsh winter weather and construction congestion next year preceding the Parkõs preparations for the World 

Equestrian Games in September 2010. 

Exhibit Fabrication Update 

Exhibits for the Arabian Horse Galleries entered their final draft phase in May, and early fabrication began the beginning of July. 
Over the next 7 months, everything from wall panels to interactive exhibits will be built and brought to life in an exhibit fabrication 

studio in Lorton, VA. In fact, a site visit to the studio is planned in August to view the progress firsthand. 

Projected Impact 

Come February 2010, the Arabian Horse Galleries will begin its job of infusing the story and magic of the Arabian horse to millions of 
equine enthusiasts each year. It is said by Park officials to be the òbiggest addition to the Kentucky Horse Parkõs International Museum 
of the Horse since the Parkõs openingó (Bill Cooke, Museum Director). And by all counts from the Arabian horse community, it is consid-
ered to be òperhaps the most high-profile breed promotion project for which the Arabian horse community has ever embarkedó (Dan 

Lawrence, AHA Director of Marketing, 2008 AHA Convention Speech). 

Sample Experience 

The Galleries will take visitors through its origins of the breed, its importation from Europe and America, and on to Modern Day. They 
will experience the desert of the Bedouins and barns of the Europeans first hand through a combination of life-size models and sets 
and state-of-the-art audiovisual presentations that will immerse visitors into the sites and sounds of the period. Its quality will be un-

precedented in the equine world.
