If all proceeds as 

planned, the Galleries should be open 

around the end of this year.  A kiosk will be 

available to advertise at no charge. 

 The Sport Horse Nationals held in Lexington, 

KY will also have in attendance the Pony 

Club Event.  It is projected 600 sport horses 

and 800 ponies will be there.  It is a great 

opportunity for the Pony Clubs to see our 

Arabians. 

 The Arabian Horse Foundation has donated 

money in the past to help the equine industry 

in various capacities.  Last year they do-

nated $50,000, this year they have only 

$700.  The Board donated $1,500 and 

would appreciate your help.  If each show 

would contribute $100, each region $200, 

and each member $5 then the founda-

tion would have $100,000 to continue 

to advance our breed.  Please give this 

consideration.

Letter From the Region 12 Director 
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Kameram Kedar +// Retires in 2008 

Modern Arabian Horse 

I am Iva Knapp, owner of Kameram Arabians. I proudly bred 

and own Kameram Kedar +//, who was my first major show 

horse and he introduced me into the world of dressage. Ke-

dar has been a competitor in the dressage arena since 1995. 

He competed successfully in rated Arabian shows and in open 

dressage shows where early on in his career he was often the 

only Arabian participating in the show. He has had 74 first 

places, 22 Top Five’s in 3 regions and 7 Top Ten’s nationally. 

He has had 16 Championships/Reserve Championships in 3 

regions, including a Reserve in Purebred Sport Horse Hack 

Open.  He was Reserve National Champion after losing the 

tie for Champion in First Level at his first National Show in 

1998. He was Champion in Third Level in 2003 at the Sport 

Horse Nationals. He was Third place in Training Level in 1997 

and Reserve Champion in First Level in 1999 at the Colonel 

Bengt Linquist Memorial Championships, a prestigious re-

gional dressage championship show. He was 3rd in Second 

Level in the USDF Region 3 ABIG Championship show in 

1999. In 2005 he was Fourth Level Musical Freestyle Cham-

pion at the Celebrity Freestyle in Keswick, VA.  He received 

his Legion of Honor in 1998, his Legion of Supreme honor in 

2000 and his Legion of Excellence in 2002. He has received 

USDF All Breeds awards and AHSA Regional and National 

awards in Dressage. 

Kedar is a 1991 black bay gelding. His sire is Aladdinn Cass 

out a Basaladdin (out of Aladdinn and a Bask daughter 

Basanera) and Bint Cass Ole a Cass Ole daughter. His dam in Ant-

ler Cameo out of Antler Raamses (out of Al Fattah and Bali Hai 

Sneeki an Aaraf daughter) and Diamonds Flash a Dixie Fireflash 

daughter out of Hajeta, a Haja Baba daughter). He had a rocky 

beginning with a meconium impaction that almost required surgery 

when he was only two days old. At 8 months he had swollen knees 

that was thought to be epiphysitis but years later was found to 

have been a fracture in his knee. He thankfully never had a sound-

ness issue from that fracture. In 2004 he took a year off to recover 

from arthroscopy to remove a chip fracture in his front fetlock.  

I would like to thank his trainers who made this journey possible. 

Blanchard Poole who got him started under saddle, Michelle Just 

who introduced him to dressage, Michelle Shaw-Folden who was 

teased about riding the ―A-rab‖, at least until he beat them, Greta 

Wrigley who took him to Reserve National Champion, Kathy Rouse 

who took him to National Champion and Stacey Schettkoe-Hastings 

who finished his career at Intermediarre I. I never dreamed we 

would have such a fantastic journey! What a joy it is to see him 

outside my window at home now every day.

Region 12 Spotlight Futurity—Letter from the President, Frank Chisholm 
Greetings to one and all,  

Since our election of new officers, each of us have been tasked to come to the table with what our best suggestions would be to assist this program 
to grow and in turn bring a better value to all of the Right Holders and Stallions Owners.  It is you,  that have helped us from the beginning to make 
this event become a very successful reality for Region 12 and of course the, East Coast!  This program if given the opportunity to grow will help to 

redefine the Region 12 Breeder!  

Our 2009 stallion line up is underway and it is the committee's hopes that you are pleased with the Spotlight Stallion brochure that has just be re-
leased at Scottsdale and will soon be winging its way to over 36,000 households along with the next release of the Modern Arabian 
Horse.  Marketing this program to an increased number of potential customers both through the use of written material and Internet e-mail 

blasts is high on our list of priorities! 

On that note, the Region 12 Spotlight Futurity Directors met in Scottsdale to discuss ways to improve our Futurity and keep it competitive with the 
other Incentive programs.  It was the consensus of the Board that the Spotlight Futurity must stay abreast of what our competition is doing in this chal-
lenging economy.  We must find ways to draw more stallions and more entries into our Futurity.  The biggest complaint we hear from Stallion Owners 
is that there is very little incentive for them to come into our Futurity and that we need to find ways to make our program a more attractive option for 
them.  Minnesota, Iowa, and Scottsdale all have gotten more aggressive in trying to attract new stallions into their programs.  The Directors feel in 

order to stay competitive, we plan to offer the following changes to the Spotlight program:  

 1.  Each  Stallion Owner  that has a nominated breeding that sells at auction will be given an  "Auction Breeding Certificate" that will allow him 
one entry into the Auction Class by the stallion that has been nominated in to the Spotlight Futurity.  This Breeding Certificate can be sold or trans-

ferred to a different person and will be required to follow the mare that is actually bred within the stated breeding year.   

 2. The Auction Classes presently require that the Owner who must be an amateur, show any entries with no exception.  The Directors still support 
Owners showing in the auction classes; however we would like to propose some flexibility in the program.  Owners who are 65 years of age or older 

and Owners that have a medical issue (as verified by a Doctor's Certificate) could designate another Amateur to show their horse.     

The above rule changes have been sent out to all of the rightholders for their nod of approval and has been passed effective:  March 4, 2009.  If
