In August I sent out a òRegional Qualification 

Proposaló from AHA asking for your feed 

back.  Basically the proposal would allow an 

exhibitor at a Class A Show to designate, 

prior to the start of classes, any Region they 

would like to qualify for.  The results of the 

feed back showed 67% were in favor and 

33% were opposed.  There were many com-

ments I would like to share with you.  The fa-

vorable comments were:  there would be more 

people showing at the Class A Shows; be able 

to show at other Regionals; help reduce ex-

hibitor cost particularly in todayõs economy; it 

would help the Regional shows; and the idea 

should have come sooner - or great idea.  The 

majority felt it would increase the size of the 

Class A Shows.  The unfavorable comments 

were:  it would add paperwork to show secre-

taries and do they have the software; death 

of the Class A show - or not good for the Class 

A show - or not good for the Class A Shows on 

the border of another region; exhibitors 

should be required to compete in other Re-

gions to get qualified; the single comments 

were less exposure of horses competing only 

within a single region and not necessary do 

the concurrent shows.  The majority of the un-

favorable comments were tied between show 

secretaries and not good for the Class A 

Show.  Other comments were:  rescind concur-

rent shows; how does it affect concurrent 

shows, study the effects of concurrent show; 

how does it work for dressage and the USDF 

form for all breed dressage shows; remove all 

qualifications; is their an execution plan; and 

when would it take effect.   Overall however, 

most felt it would help the Class A Shows 

within the Region. 

On the youth front, I am happy to announce 

that Robert Obermiller will join Mary Alice, 

and the rest of the team to co-manage the 

2010 Youth Jamboree.
