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I believe that the addition of the International Breeders 
Classic classes to the Scottsdale Show has sent a very im-
portant positive message to the global Arabian Horse 
community.  While there is no mistaking Scottsdale as be-
ing one of the most popular annual shows in the world, it 
has suddenly expanded its already wide reach to include 
even more diversity into its repertoire.  It was a wise step 
and one that we believe will be widely successful as it 

inevitably evolves into a more refined presence.   

My relatively young (11 years) breeding program at Ta-
laria Farms has been one of a more international type 
horse, primarily due to its Straight Egyptian and Egyptian 

Related blood stock, and thus more appealing to Egyptian 
Horse breeders than to more traditional US open Arabian 
Horse breeders.  But recently, there has been greater and 
broader interest in our program and our stock, from within 
the US.  While Egyptian bloodlines have brought refine-
ment and beauty to many open horse breeding programs 

here in the US for quite a long time, it has only recently started to be more òcomfortablyó acceptable, I suppose because what was 

perceived to be a stigma has proven to be an advantage in the marketplace.    

People want horses to compete and be marketable in as wide a market as possible.  It is difficult to fulfill this desire without beauty 

and that òinternational typeó appeal.   

Our decision to show Royal Shahbaz in Scottsdale this year was based 
upon the addition of the International Breeders Classic to the show.  We 
felt he represented exactly what the classes were trying to attract.  It 
seems the judges concurred, as he won the 3 ð 5 year old stallion class 
before winning the title of International Breeders Classic Senior Stallion 
Champion.  His Scottsdale Signature Stallion Auction breeding sold for 

good money a few nights later. 

Shahbaz is the result of breeding my beautiful straight Egyptian mare, 
TH Maya Naufali, with Falcon BHF.  I selected this sire for his beauty and 
showy attitude, knowing that his dam line is rich with elegance and beau-
ty, just as Mayaõs is.  Shahbaz has, just as his three full siblings have, that 

international type appeal I 
was seeking in my imagination.  
So far, his offspring reflect this 
look as well.  As with all 
thoughtful breeding programs, 
it is imperative that each nick is 
considered carefully.  We are 

having some fun with mares in 
our program who we feel nick 
well with his prepotency of 

type.
